	Sunshine State Standard / Big Idea:

Standard: LA:5.1.7.2: The students will identify the authors purpose and how an author’s perspective influences text.
Big Idea: Comprehension/ Author’s Purpose
Benchmarks: The student will identify the authors purpose (e.g., to persuade, inform, entertain, explain) and how an author’s perspective influences text.

Access Points:
Independent: Identify the author’s purpose using key words, phrases, and graphics in text.

Supportive: Sort familiar books into categories reflecting personal uses.
Participant: Respond to feelings expresses in read aloud stories and informational text.


	Instructional Analysis  - Prior Knowledge 
Declarative Knowledge - Students should already know that…

1. That an author writes for different reasons.
Students should already know how to…

1. Read text at their ability level. 
2. Work in small groups effectively. 
3. Look up information online. 

4. Use PowerPoint presentations. 

Prior Knowledge Assessment Plan

I would do fluency and comprehension testing with the students to be sure that they can complete these skills so that they could have the information to be able to comprehend the author’s purpose lesson. I would also pretest sure these students on the author purpose skills to be sure that I am teaching these students information that is relevant and not already known. 


	Instructional Analysis – Declarative Knowledge 

In this lesson, students will learn that….

1. The author sometimes writes to inform.
2. The author sometimes writes to persuade. 

3. The author sometimes writes to express feelings.

4. The author sometimes writes to entertain. 


	Instructional Analysis – Procedural Knowledge 

In this lesson, students will learn how to….

1. Read a text and determine the author’s purpose for writing. 


	Interdisciplinary connections: 
Reading/Language Arts
Common Misunderstandings or Misconceptions: The students can get confused about the purposes that an author writes. 
Plan to address these: Through a Power Point presentation the teacher will explain and give examples of the purposes that an author writes. 


	Learning Objectives: 
Knowledge – Given a worksheet the students will be able to match the author’s purposes terms with their definitions with a mastery of 5/5. 
Comprehension – Given a sheet of paper with just the author’s purposes terms the students will write what each tem means with a mastery of 5/5.  
Application – Given a worksheet of 10 example, the students will choose which author’s purpose term goes with the example given with a mastery of 7/10.
Analysis –Given a graphic organizer the students will compare and contrast two of the author’s purposes terms of their chose, with a mastery of 2/2.
Synthesis - Given a team to work with the students will create a webquest.
Evaluation – The students as a group will create a blog to talk sum up their feelings and what they have learned about this lesson. 


	Learner Analysis: 
1. Age Range & Gender – 11-12/ 2 boys and 2 girls ESE.
